Andrew Demoss  (1753-1842) Biography
Andrew Demoss was born July 3, 1753, the son of Charles   and Fannie Demoss, James City, Virginia. In March, 1776, he enlisted  at Martinsburg, Virginia, under  Captain Waggoner in the 12th  Virginia Regiment commanded by Col. James Wood.  He and his two brothers,  Peter and John, served in the Revolution army   together, for different lengths of service.
He described his participation in the army and  spoke of many sites where he was located.  His son  Andrew R. (Jr) supported his father with his recollections of seeing  army discharge papers  at their home.    This occurred  August, 1837, at the Green County Probate Court, State of Indiana.    Because his home had been destroyed by fire,  he had no physical proof of his service in the war.   His  pension request was denied because he failed to furnish proof of service of six months or longer, as was required by the pension law,  and the failure of the army to keep records that would support pension claims.  It was a time when many people could not read or write,  a time of a country at war where  a man with a rifle was needed to build and rebuild  the army, and few questions were asked.  When the war ended, soldiers returned home with no knowledge of what the future might bring and little record keeping of the forces involved, or where they were fighting.

Children of Andrew Demoss were   Andrew R. Demoss, Jr., (1803),   Sabra (1804),  Sally,  and  Mary Ann(Polly). 
Andrew died 25 Nov 1842, Martin County, Indiana.  He was buried at Saint Rose Cemetery, Mount Pleasant, Indiana.  No  cemetery stone marks his grave.
