*Robert Parker, Jr., served from 1775 until January of 1780.  Total active service accredited to him was three years as a “Continental” under the commands of Captains Oliver Parker, John Nutting, Silvanus Smith;  General Gates, and Colonels William Prescott and Bigelow.  He participated in the taking of Burgoyne.  He was granted Pension # 2760 under an Act of Congress of March 18, 1818, paid through the agency of the State of New York.  Robert Parker, Jr. was my 4th Great-uncle.
