Peter Demoss  (1752-1841)  SAR Biography
Peter was the son of Charles and Fannie Demoss.  He was born in New Jersey, 11 Dec 1752.  He enlisted  in August, 1775,  at Winchester, Virginia,  Revolutionary  War militia with Captain Neville,   12 th Regiments of the Virginia line.  He furloughed to return home to marry  Catherine Housman,  May 27, 1777.    He wintered thru Valley Forge,  and survived the battle of Monmouth,  South Carolina.    He was furloughed for a visit to his  home when Cornwallis surrendered to  Washington,  October 19, 1781.   Peter and his two brothers, John and Andrew,  had  been serving in the army  all at the same time for    three to seven years.  
 He was a farmer  and lived in Ohio then Kentucky after the war.      Peter and  Catherine raised ten children:  John (b.1778), Mary (b.1780), Peter (b.1783),  Charles (b.1786), Catherine (b.1791), Elizabeth (b.1794), David (b.1797), Lewis C. (b.1800), Samuel (b.1802).
On October 19,  1820.,  he appeared in  Pendleton County court, state of Kentucky,    to tell his story and apply for a pension. It was granted.   Peter died Sept 27, 1841.  His wife died  July 4, 1842.
